Southeastern basketball had highs and lows in 2008-09. While the men captured only five victories, the SE women finished 21-9 and
qualified for the NCAA Division II playoffs. SE’s season ended with a 68-66 loss to UCO in the South Central Regional.
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Women's Tennis
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Southeastern men’s tennis grabbed honors in 2009. Travis Tmax was named L.SC Sportsmanship Player of the
Year. Orol Vidal Cortes was named Co-Freshman of the Year. Alejandro Arpumedo was tabbed Co-Newcomer
of the year. Nikita Ryashchenko was named all-conference in singles and doubles compefition.
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Southeastem volleyball had a successful season, racking up a 20-13 record. The
Storm scored victories in clusters, winning four in a row to start the season. At mid-
year they won six straight, and late in the year collected three in a row. Among the
team’s big wins was a 3-0 victory over ECU and a 3-0 win over A&M-Commerce.

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Baseball
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The Savage Storm baseball feam finished the season
with a winning record, at 27-26. The Storm fared
better in the LSC, posting a 23-19 conference mark.
The Storm finished the regular season with eight
wins in its last 10 games, including a four-game
sweep of A&M-Kingsville and 3-of-4 vs. ECU.
